Welcome Students I am very excited to be working with you in Psychology. This class is designed to give you an introduction to psychology.  We will be studying human behavior, thoughts, emotions, and other aspects of psychology.  My goal is to prepare students to have a strong foundation in psychology and prepare them for the course in high school.  There will be times when we discuss mature subject matter.  We will not go into great detail, but tread lightly into sexual behavior (motivations), eating disorders, and mental disorders.  It will be expected that every student be respectful to others in this class.      

Rules and Procedures

Attendance:
Tardies- I strictly follow the school’s tardy policy (see planner).  When the bell rings, I will shut the door and any students left outside must go down to the Student Assistance Center to receive a tardy slip.  
Absences- I strictly follow the school’s absence policy (see website). 
Discipline policy:  I practice a 3-Strike policy in my classroom.  The 1st strike is a warning to the student or class.  The 2nd strike is the final warning to the student or class.  If a student or class receives 3 strikes – they will receive a bonus essay (or another assignment determined by the teacher).  I expect students to come to my class prepared and ready to learn and will not allow poor behavior to interfere with learning.  If the problems persist – I will be calling home.  If it continues after parental contact – administration will be involved and the student may be removed from the class.  

Fighting, harassment, bullying, challenging teacher authority, or using profane language will result in immediate removal from class and will be dealt with according to district policy and may result in reassignment to a different class.

Prohibited Materials / Electronic Devices:  No electronic devices allowed (unless specified by teacher).  No Food or drink (unless prearranged on a medical condition). Any confiscated items are taken to the office to be picked up by the parents.    

Substitute Policy:  When a sub is in the class you are required to show the utmost respect.  Any poor behavior will be punished, while any great behavior will be reinforced.
Assignments:  All assignments will be listed on the assignment sheet in class.  The sheet will show the title of the assignment along with the due and dead dates.  Assignments need to be turned in to the assignment basket for your period.
Due Date:  The due date is the day the assignment is due for up to full credit.

Dead Date:  The dead date is the absolute last day the assignment can be turned in for any credit.

Make-Up Work:  Projects are not normal tests.  They cannot be taken, nor completed a second time.  All work needs to be turned in on time.  If not turned in on time it will hurt the credit you receive for the assignment.  This is a semester course.  All work and exams must be completed and passed by the end of the semester for credit.

Tests:  
Tests will account for 25% of a student’s grade under the “Tests” category, and will be graded as follows:
1st Attempt:  Students get the score they earn.  If a student scores below 70% on the first attempt, he/she will have the option of retaking the test ONE time for up to 70%.  

Retakes:  After completing remediation assignment(s), students that wish to retake a test will get ONE attempt for a maximum score of up to 70%.  Students will have two weeks to complete the remediation and retake the tests. 
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Grading Percentages

Tests – 25%

Assignments – 40%

Projects – 20%

Participation – 15%

Class Materials: Students will need to bring the following materials to class everyday:  Notebook with paper, pencil, pen (blue or black ink), and a red grading pen.
Participation:  At the beginning of each term, students receive 100 points of participation.  Points are deducted when a student does not fully participate.  This includes, but is not limited to: being absent (-10 points for each absence after the first time gone), -10 points for being unprepared (i.e. no book, pencil, planner, etc.), and -10 points for disrupting the learning of others.  YOU DO NOT LOSE POINTS FOR SCHOOL EXCUSED ABSENCES.
Quality of Work- if your work is not done neatly it will not be accepted.  If I can’t read it I can’t grade it.  All work needs to have a name, period #, title, and date.  If you do not have your name on your assignments they will be thrown away. MISSED QUIZZES CANNOT BE MADE UP FOR ANY REASON. (they are part of participation – you cannot participate if you are not here)
